Is Your Child too Poorly For                             
School?                                           
Head Lice and Nits 

Head lice and nits are very common in young 
children. They donΩt have anything to do with 
dirty hair and are usually picked up from head-
to-head contact. Head lice sometimes can make 
your head feel: itchy - like something is moving 
in your hair.   

How to get rid of head lice                                
Treat head lice as soon as you spot them. You 
should check everyone in the house and treat 
them on the same day if they have head lice.       
Wet combing                                                              
Lice and nits can be removed by wet combing. 
This method should be tried first. You can buy a 
special fine-toothed comb online or at            
pharmacies. There will be instructions in the 
pack.                                                                            
Medicated lotions and sprays                                
Ask your pharmacist for advice if you have tried 
wet combing for 2 weeks, but your child still has 
head lice or nits. Check the pack to see if 
theyΩre OK for you or your child and how to use 
them.                                                                            
You can’t prevent head lice                                     
ThereΩs nothing you can do to prevent head lice. 
You can reduce the risk of lice spreading by 
avoiding head-to-head contact. DonΩt use   
medicated lotions and sprays to prevent head 
lice. This can irritate the scalp.                                       
There is no need for children to stay off school, 
or to wash laundry on a hot wash.
